What is World Music Drumming?

World Music Drumming is an acclaimed music curriculum (taught in the Loudoun County
Schools) based on West African and Caribbean drumming and singing. Established in 1996
by Dr. Will Schmid, Milwaukee, WI, World Music Drumming is now being taught in
thousands of schools worldwide. In recent years World Music Drumming has expanded its
circle of cultures to include the Middle East, Europe, Asia, Native America, South America,
and popular styles such as rock, hip-hop and blues.

Where is the workshop?

Harper Park Middle School, 701 Potomac
Station Dr NE, Leesburg, VA 20176 (back of
Holiday Inn Carradoc Hall on Hwy 7). World
Music Drumming for Kids is being held at
Harper Park M.S. during the same week as a
World Music Drumming workshop for
Teachers.

Who is it for?

Students entering grades 4 through 8 are
eligible for the workshop. Classes (maximum 30
per class) will be separated by age. No prior
drumming experience is necessary.

Who are the teachers?
The World Music Drumming Teaching Staff

includes music teachers from Florida to
Washington State who have been teaching
drumming for more than 10 years. All classes
will have both a national World Music
Drumming staff teacher and an assistant teacher
from the Loudoun County Schools.

What is the schedule for July 6-10?

Friday 9:00a-12:00p will be a Sharing Session for All (both AM and PM classes). Family

members are welcome to attend the Sharing Session for All.

Students attending both Morning and Afternoon Sessions should bring their lunch.



ORKSHOP DETAILS

What is the cost?

$200 for each Morning or Afternoon Session.
Students signing up for both Morning and
Afternoon Sessions pay $400. Transportation and
lunch are not provided.

Do | need a drum or books?

No. All drums and other musical instruments
(rattles, xylophones, Latin percussion) are provided.

Everything is taught through oral tradition.

Is enrolilment limited?
